Washington’s Consensus and Disindustrialization of the Eastern and South-Eastern Europe

Summary

The paper considers the problems of the results of the reforms in so called post-comunist
countries, they on Washington’s consensus are based. Them caracterise mostly three key
points — privatization, deregulation and macroeconomic stability. Except the little cases, this
countries realized deep and long-run economic fall, followed by similar processes in other
spheras. Contrary to ordinary opinions that tranzition crisis show as result of inconsistency in
reforms taking, the paper says this is normaly its result. As an analogue is the Morgenthau’s
plan for West Germany observed, that has promoted Germany to industrial disarmament, and
that would lead to its poverty and its transformation into raw material basis for the developed
economies, and according to these to impossibility of survival of the existing number of
population. Fortunately for the Germany, after scrupulous analysis Morgenthau’s plan was
abandonen and Marshall’s plan was introduced. It lead to industrial renewal of Germany. For
the countries of Eastern and South-Eastern Europe it is necessary the same: abandon
neoliberal konception based on Washington consensus and implement conception of
industrialization.

Summary

The first prerequisite for the economic recovery of the country is to have as its leadership a
competent, efficient and responsible government that will ensure that economic reforms are
realised for the benefit of the majority of citizens, not in the interests of big capital, the world
oligarchy and a small circle of the comprador class. Presupposing that the conditions for making
and implementing the programme of economic modernisation are created, what must be done
urgently is to relinquish the disastrous neoliberal economic policy, i.e. to dispose of the imposed
atypical model of business activity, whose effects are more than devastating. It is evident that
the model of business activities that has existed so far, based on (re)selling of assets,
borrowing, import and spending, must be urgently replaced by a typical model of business
activity, or, to put it differently, to replace spendthrift economy by frugal economy.

To complete or to stop further privatisation of public utilities

Summary

In the circumstances of sharpening of the accumulation of capital systemic crisis in world
proportions, to which power bearers in the center of the world capitalist system react with
neo-Keynesian measures of (re)nationalization of one part of financial institutions and industrial
corporations, this paper explores the question whether in Serbia until the end of 2010 should be
ended compulsory and illegitimate privatization of the public service systems. Speeded up
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completion of privatization are demanding and attempt to realize with or without use of force
foreign and domestic ideological and political representatives of transnational bank and
corporate capital. While preaching privatization they call themselves upon ever less popular and
in other parts of the world ever more abandoned neoliberal strategy of deregulation,
liberalization and privatization, that are most detrimental for the standard and quality of life of
wide layers of population.

The first part of the paper contains the systematization of critical analyses of a series of the
World Bank Reports that were used around the world for theoretical-ideological legitimization of
the conditioning of allocation of new credits for the payment of old credits by the continuation of
the realization of the policy of further privatization of the public sector of the economy, especially
in former colonies and half-colonies, and soon afterwards, in former countries of really existing
socialism. The main finding of this analysis is that the recommendations of the World Bank
concerning the privatization of state owned enterprises and public services are based on too
narrow and biased theoretical-methodological suppositions, on the selective use of empirical
data and their one-sided interpretation, so that they necessarily lead to inadequate and
erroneous practical political conclusions. The second part of the paper contains the
systematization of the experiences concerning the effects of the neoliberal strategy of public
services’ privatization in the world, with the accent on the example of the system pf production
and distribution of electricity. The main conclusion of this analysis is that the realization of
privatization of public sector of the economy so far did not fulfill any of the promises given
before the privatization, but had produced on the contrary many negative effects, especially in
former colonies and socialist countries. The main finding of theoretical and empirical analysis of
the suppositions and effects of the realization of the neoliberal strategy of public sector reform
and privatization is that citizens of Serbia should urgently mobilize in order to demand
reconsideration of the so far realized illegitimate and often illegal privatization, prevent the
ending of the privatization of public enterprises, strategic infrastructural systems and public
services, as well as the enactment of the law explicitly forbidding their privatization in the future.

A view of the foreign banks motives for entering the market
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Summary

This paper contributes to the discussion on the theories about international flow of capital into
financial sector. Foreign direct investments in banking sector have significantly altered the
landscape of the world financial market in the last several decades and Serbia is no exemption
to this. The paper is examining the main motives behind foreign banks’ decision to enter
Serbian market. In Serbia, as in other developing and transition countries, more important role
is assigned to the motives related to the theories about profit growth and organization
development, since it was found that banks with predominantly foreign capital achieved higher
profit rates than in their home countries. In practice, these theories are supplemented by the
theory about similarities of economic-historic heritage, while the other theories are not so much
represented.

The Effects of Economic Policy on Financial Activities of Enterprises

Enterprises are left to their own devices, exposed to the influence of
pseudo-market institutions and inadequate economic policy measures.

On the New Hungarian Constitution

Summary

The new Hungarian Constitution came into force on 1st January 2012. Ever since the drafting of
the Constitution to this day, this highest legal act has been subject to highly unusual public
criticism and general media attention, that no current constitution has been exposed to so far.
On the other hand, expert legal analysis of the constitutional provisions that we are providing
here draws a parallel to the “related” constitutions (namely, it refers to twenty seven former
socialist countries); this analysis, as will be demonstrated, transfers the above-mentioned
public criticism from the context of the legal profession and impartiality to the sphere of politics
and current international relations. The criticism levelled at it is, namely, bizarre and legally
immaterial. Nevertheless, our analysis points to numerous flaws in the text of the Constitution,
which are primarily due to the superficial nature of the lay approach, inappropriate terminology,
confusing systematisation and an occasional tendency to reduce the Constitution to the level of
mere legislation. Furthermore, an inordinate number of provisions and their detailed
specifications in relation to economic-financial relations and institutions lead to the conclusion
that this Constitution will be short-lived and will have a limited application. Other negative
assessments concerning the Constitution refer to the political activity of the complacent and
intolerant political group that won the election in Hungary by a landslide.

Non/existence of Ministerial Contra-signature in the Constitution of Serbia of 2006

Summary

The Constitution of 2006 took over from the previous constitution non-existence of ministerial
contra-signature. In that way has been removed the very foundation of parliamentary system
without which there is no responsible government. According to the Constitution all acts and
official deeds of the President of the Republic are his/her personal prerogatives. The President
of the Republic not only performs traditional powers of the chief of the state but also disposes
with influential means of power: the right to determine mandatary for the composition of the
government, the right to dissolve the assembly and the right of suspensive veto. By disposing of
the right to determine mandatary he/she can substantially influence the composition of the
government, and he/she can force it to resign by non-cooperation in guiding foreign policy or in
case of nomination or dismissing in diplomacy or the military. By his/her discretion concerning
government’s proposal for the dissolution of the assembly the President has become the arbiter
who according to his/her own consideration decides on the destiny of ministry as well as on the
destiny of parliamentary majority. By refusing to dissolve the assembly the President may
overthrow the government for which the further co-operation with the parliament has become
politically imposible, and remaining in power untenable; and would in that way be forced to
resign. By accepting government’s proposal the President may by dissolving the assembly
frustrate the creation of some other even more solid majority in the parliament able to establish
more stable government.

Along side with unlimited sphere of discretion which easily can glide into arbitrariness and cross
into political misuse of powers, the presidential acts are released of any political responsibility.
Within an extraordinary difficult procedure for the release, the legal responsibility of the
President is set in a very strait form as a responsibility for acts counter some explicit
constitutional provision. In that case if a proposal for a release would be accepted by absolute
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majority in the assembly, and later on be approved by the Constitutional Court, the Constitution
provides even more bizarre solution — remaining of the President in power by the will of only
one third of people’s representatives despite the fact that he/she as a chief of the state has
violated the Constitution. The responsibility of executive power cannot be in fact solved by
personal responsibility of the chief of the state, since so highly established it is mainly illusory.
The prerogatives of the President can be brought into conformity with profound principle of
government’s responsibility only if it is conditioned by a co-operation of parliamentary ministry
through the institution of contra-signature.

SCHMITT'S CHALLENGE TO THE THEORY AND PRACTICE OF FEDERALISM

Summary

In the scientific literature dealing with the subject of federalism, the work of Carl Schmitt has
generally been avoided to a great extent. At first glance, it seems understandable, if we take
into consideration that Schmitt is, as a rule, considered to be the opponent of pluralism and the
coryphaeus of etatism. Shedding light on the most significant aspects of his constitutional theory
of federalism, the author attempts to prove in this paper that scientists, by avoiding Schmitt’s
work, deprive themselves of deep insights into the true nature of complex political communities.
Observing that within the federation the dilemma of sovereignty “floats freely in the air”’, Schmitt
succeeds in avoiding incomplete theories that either reject this dilemma as an irrelevant one or,
conversely, seek to reconcile federalism with sovereignty. If the issue of sovereignty within the
federation is tackled on the level of social and political reality, it is resolved by a political
decision after which sovereignty ceases to exist, having been transformed into a federal state or
becoming a mere confederation. The author presents Schmitt’s theory of federation as a
challenge to the theory and practice of federalism. The author considers Friedrich’s
understanding of federalism as a process to be the most consistent conceptual answer to
Schmitt’s federal dilemma,. Finally, the author examines the relevance of Schmitt’s theory of
federation in the context of the federal process of European integration, indicating that the
process has up to now offered an inconclusive solution to Schmitt’s federal dilemma.

POLITICS AND LAW IN THE WORK OF THE HAGUE TRIBUNAL

Summary

The history of the entire international criminal justice abounds in a specific mixture of law and
politics, and The Hague Tribunal is no exception in this respect. All the typical political obstacles
to the development and establishment of an institution of international criminal justice are also
present here, and are even more prominent. The very establishment of this judicial body as a
subsidiary body of the Security Council for the clearly political purpose of assisting in
establishing and maintaining peace, all of the above deriving from Chapter VIl of the UN
Charter, is indicative enough. The foundations of procedural and substantive law necessary for
the work of a body that purports to be referred to as a court were not completely and fully laid
down (the Tribunal is “subnormed”), and as a consequence of this, both judicial and legislative
powers were conferred upon the judges. Since the legal framework in which the Tribunal has
existed lacks sufficient legal norms, it is no surprise that instead of clear, specific and written
legal rules, some unclear, indefinite, amorphous, fluid and unwritten political customs and
practices have taken over. The absence of clear supervision, either by the legislator, or a
higher legal instance, has led to the court proceedings being slow and ineffective, and to the
bearers of key functions being irresponsible, arrogant and impudent. All in all, the void that has
been created by the legal, but also extralegal establishment of the Hague Tribunal has made it
possible for extrajudicial measures and patterns to become its common practice, and has also
been completely exploited by politics. The key disastrous consequence of this fact is the
inability of the Tribunal to develop from a mere “disciplinary commission” of the Security Council
into a genuine, serious and responsible legal institution. It has never managed to transform itself
into a court, and to the end of its mandate it will remain just an ordinary “Tribunal’.
